5. What meds are more likely to be abused/sold on the street?

6. How frequently/soon do I need to see patient in follow up.

8. What if they need to be hospitalized and there is no secure bed/no psych bed?

9. In what situations do I need to call the police?

10. We’re not safe in our E.D.  There is no armed security.
