Column 1, Indian Registrants ­

This is the total count of Indian registrants that were in the Indian Health Service (II-IS) 
National Patient Information Reporting System (NPIRS) Patient Registration data base as 
of September 30, 2009. The registrants were tabulated by their service unit of residence. 

A registrant is considered Indian if (1) the Tribe Code is designated as "Indian"; or (2) 
the Tribal designation is "unspecified", and - the class i1ication and/or the Indian blood 
quantum code is " Indian". 

Column 2, Active Indian Registrants-

This is the count of Indian Registrants in the NPIRS data base who had at least one direct 
or contract inpatient stay, ambulatory care visit or dental visit between October 1, 2006 
and September 30, 2009. 

Column 3, Indian User Population Estimate ­

This is, in most cases, the same as the number of Active Indian Registrants shown in 
Column 2. The only xception occurs when there was a negotiated figure for a Tribe 
which has been receiving services from IHS for less than three years.
