Identity

Indian Healthcare Improvement Act (IHCIA):

No report- Dr. Halliday unable to attend meeting.

HP / DP:

The ADA has released new guidelines concerning dental sealants.  They are available in the March 2008 JADA, and on the ADA website.  As the long-awaited CDC guidelines on sealants have not yet been released, these ADA guidelines represent the latest information from a credible source on dental sealants.

MCRP:

Dr. Blahut is working on a comprehensive review of all IHS dental claims since ~2000 that resulted in payment to the plaintiff and a new National Practitioner Data Bank entry.  This represents less than half of all the dental claims, but it is a subset that contains every claim that we “lost.”  He will present this overview to the ADO group at the ADO / HQ annual meeting in July. 

This presentation can be repeated for the NOHC at their next annual meeting, and an abbreviated version of “lessons learned from eight years of malpractice claims” can be presented on a future NOHC conference call. 

GPRA:

A comprehensive guide to the three dental GPRA objectives has been compiled and distributed to the NOHC through Drs. Sturm and Leslie.  Electronic copies are available from Dr. Blahut.

Work Plan Update:

Med Watch and posting to website:

Members agreed to avoid going through consultants or specialists to post information from creditable sources on the website. Non-dental peer reviewed journals not included.
