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Pulpotomy (Nerve Treatment) Information 

· A pulpotomy is the removal of part of the nerve tissue and blood vessels inside the baby (primary) tooth. Once the decay and tissue have been removed, a medicated filling is placed in the tooth. 

· Baby teeth with pulpotomies will be lost in the same way that other baby teeth are lost.
· With few exceptions, all teeth that have had a pulpotomy will need a stainless steel crown (cap) in the near future to prevent breakdown of the tooth.

· In order to give your child’s tooth with the pulpotomy the longest possible life span, please have your child avoid the following types of foods: ice or ice cubes, hard candies, taffy, caramels, and jaw breakers.
