Stage 1 Meaningful Use Core Set
Exchange Key Clinical Information


PURPOSE:  The purpose of this policy is to specify Indian Health Service (IHS) policy and procedures related to Meaningful Use Exchanging Key Clinical Information.

[bookmark: _GoBack]POLICY:  It is IHS policy that facilities establish both policies and procedures that pertain to the Exchange of Key Clinical Information in the Resource and Patient Management System Electronic Health Record (RPMS EHR). 

Objective:  Capability to exchange key clinical information, e.g., discharge summary, procedures, problem list, medication list, medication allergies, diagnostic test results, among providers of care and patient’s authorized entities electronically.

Measure:  Performed at least one test of certified EHR technology's capacity to electronically exchange key clinical information.

PROCEDURES:  The following procedures shall be followed by the Health Information Management professional:

1. Ensure at least one test of the certified EHR technology’s capacity to electronically exchange key clinical information during the EHR reporting period is conducted.  The Area Office MU Coordinator may accomplish or assist facilities with this task.  The test does not need to be successful and you do not need to use real patient information. 
2. At a minimum the following set of information should be transmitted: diagnostic test results, problem list, medication list, and medication allergy list.
3. During Stage I, transmission/exchange of actual patient information is not required, this is only a test.
