Stage 1 Meaningful Use Menu Set
Lab Results into EHR


PURPOSE:  The purpose of this policy is to specify Indian Health Service (IHS) policy and procedures related to Meaningful Use Lab Results into EHR.

POLICY:  It is IHS policy that facilities establish both policy and procedures that pertain to the Lab Results in the Resource and Patient Management System Electronic Health Record (RPMS EHR).

Objective:  Incorporate clinical lab-test results into certified EHR technology as structured data.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Measure:  More than 40% of all clinical lab test results ordered by the eligible provider (EP) or by an authorized provider of the eligible hospital’s (EH) or Critical Access Hospital’s (CAH) patients admitted to its inpatient or emergency department (POS 21 or 23*) or during the EHR reporting period whose results are either in a positive/negative or numerical format are incorporated in certified EHR technology as structured data.  Note:  Sites without structured Point of Care (POC) labs and a reference lab interfaced with EHR will not be able to meet this Performance Measure.

PROCEDURES: The following procedures shall be followed by the Health Information Management professional:

1. Several PAP codes are currently excluded from reaching the measure since the results are expressed as text and not as structured data.  
2. The following are current pap codes excluded from the measure: Current Procedural Terminology (CPT) codes: 88141-88167, 88174-88175, G0123, G0124, G0141, G0143-G0145, G0147, G0148, P3000, P3001, and Q0091. 
3. HIM must provide accurate updated CPT codes to lab personnel each year. 



*POS (PLACE OF SERVICE) Codes
21 – Inpatient hospital – A facility, other than psychiatric, which primarily provider diagnostics, therapeutic (both surgical and nonsurgical) and rehabilitation services by, or under, the supervision of physicians to patients admitted for a variety of medical conditions.

23 – Outpatient hospitals – A portion of a hospital which provides diagnostics (both surgical and nonsurgical) and rehabilitation services to sick or injured persons who do not require hospitalization or institutionalization.
