Stage 1 Meaningful Use Menu Set
Submit Lab Results to Public Health Agencies


PURPOSE:  The purpose of this policy is to specify Indian Health Service (IHS) policy and procedures related to Meaningful Use Submitting Lab Results to Public Health Agencies.

POLICY:  It is IHS policy that facilities establish both policies and procedures that pertain to Submitting Lab Results to Public Health Agencies in the Resource and Patient Management System Electronic Health Record (RPMS EHR).

Objective:  Capability to submit electronic data on reportable (as required by state or local law) lab results to public health agencies and actual submission in accordance with applicable law and practice.

Measure:  Performed at least one test of certified EHR technology’s capacity to provide electronic submission of reportable lab results to public health agencies and follow-up submission if the test is successful (unless none of the public health agencies to which eligible hospital or CAH submits such information have the capacity to receive the information electronically.)

PROCEDURES: The following procedures shall be followed by the Health Information Management professional.
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1. Ensure at least one test of the certified EHR technology’s capacity to electronically submit reportable lab results to Public Health Agencies.  The Area Office Meaningful Use Coordinator may accomplish or assist facilities with this task.  Test data that is identical in form to actual data may be used. 
2. Ensure the facility is transmitting the revised RPMS Reportable Labs Export to the IHS Division of Epidemiology and Disease Prevention.
3. A failed attempt will meet the measure.
4. Sites not using the RPMS lab package or the lab interface is not configured must ensure lab data is entered in PCC using the LAB mnemonic per local policy.
5. Refer to the IHS HIPAA policy and procedure Accounting of Disclosures and the Privacy Act Medical, Health & Billing Records, Routine Uses
