Patient List


PURPOSE:  The purpose of this policy is to specify Indian Health Service (IHS) policy and procedures related to Meaningful Use Patient List.

POLICY:  It is IHS policy that facilities establish both policies and procedures that pertain to the Patient List in the Resource and Patient Management System Electronic Health Record (RPMS EHR). 

Objective:  Generate lists of patients by specific conditions to use for quality improvement, reduction of disparities, research or outreach.

Measure:  Generate at least one report listing patients of the eligible provider (EP), eligible hospital (EH) or Critical Access Hospital (CAH) with a specific condition.

PROCEDURES: The following procedures shall be followed by the Health Information Management professional:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Ensure a patient list is generated per local facility policy in the appropriate RPMS program (Diabetes, Women’s Health, Adverse Reaction Tracking, Immunizations, Obesity Prevalence, Clinical Reporting System, iCare or Visual CRS),  OR
2. A list may be created through QMan by including the following data elements at a minimum: problem list, medication list, demographics, and laboratory test results.  For example, use QMan to generate a list of patients 2-64 years of age with a visit to the EP in the past year who have diabetes indicated on their problem list.
3. This report must be generated for each individual EP.
4. Since this is an attestation measure, no numbers are generated.  The site must possess the ability to demonstrate how patient lists are obtained at the facility.
5. Save the list to a file as proof of its generation.
