Meaningful Use 
Clinical Quality Measures


PURPOSE:  The purpose of this policy is to specify Indian Health Service (IHS) policy and procedures related to Meaningful Use Clinical Quality Measures (CQM).

[bookmark: _GoBack]POLICY:  It is IHS policy that facilities establish both policies and procedures that pertain to the Clinical Quality Measures in the Resource and Patient Management System Electronic Health Record (RPMS EHR).  Eligible Providers, Eligible Hospitals and Critical Access Hospitals are required to report on CQMs.

PROCEDURES: The following procedures shall be followed by the Health Information Management professional:

1. Ensure both inpatient and outpatient coding is accurate and timely in accordance with the IHS Internal Control Policy, Section 5-1.3H. Claims and Billing.
1. HIM should be familiar with the CQM selected by the facility or provider.  Note that each provider may select any CQM measure they choose to report on during the EHR reporting period. 
1. Assist the provider in selecting CQM measures that demonstrate the best outcomes for their patients.
1. Collaborate with the local Meaningful Use (MU) Coordinator and/or MU team regarding the selection of CQM measures.
