PATIENT RECORD FLAGS

(How to implement and use)

Requires:  PIMS v5.3 patch 1007

Overview:

Patient Record Flags (aka Computerized Patient Advisories) will alert staff of patients whose behavior or characteristics may pose a threat either to the safety of the employee, the safety of other patients, or compromise the delivery of quality health care.

Patient Record Flags are separated into two categories:

Category I National and Category II Local.

Category I Patient Record Flags are nationally approved and will be nationally distributed via the patch module for implementation by all facilities.  A single Category I flag, named "BEHAVIORAL", is included in this patch for implementation by all facilities.  The purpose of this patient record flag is to alert medical staff and employees of patients whose behavior or characteristics may pose a threat either to their safety, the safety of other patients, or compromise the delivery of quality health care.

Category II Patient Record Flags are locally established by individual facilities.
In the VA, where they use a centralized Master Patient Index, Category I flags are shared between facilities but Category II flags are not.

Major Functionality:

1. Patient Record Flag Management Option

Ability to create Category II (Local) flags
Ability to edit Category II (Local) flags
Ability to list both Category I (National) and Category II (Local) flags
Ability to display details of both categories of flags
2. Patient Record Flag Assignment

Assign a patient record flag to a patient
Display the details of a patient's record flag assignments including the history of the assignment
Review/Edit a patient's record flag assignment
Change the site ownership of a patient's record flag assignment     

 3. Patient Record Flag Reports  

Flag Assignment Report provides the ability to display/print a report of all record flag assignments associated with a specific patient record flag.  

Assignments Due For Review Report provides the ability to display/print a report of patients that require their record flag assignments to be reviewed based on an input date range.

4. Display of Active Patient Record Flags

Patient Lookup has been modified and now will display all ACTIVE patient record flag assignments for a patient.  The user will then have the ability to view the details of each of the patient's ACTIVE PRF assignments.

(Pulls up screen where user can read narrative describing the warning and who assigned the flag and when)

Implementation:
 This section contains the steps for implementing the Patient Record

 Flags software module after the successful patch installation of PIMS*5.3*1007.
1. Menu Option assignment:  Add the DGPF RECORD FLAGS MAIN MENU to the appropriate menu for your facility.  It can be added to your core menu, a user’s secondary menu or to a locally designed menu for those users who will be assigning flags.
2. Security Keys allocation:  Allocate the following security keys to the appropriate personnel -
a. DGPF PRF ACCESS:  For access to the PRF Main Menu
b. DGPF RECORD FLAG ASSIGNMENT:  For users who will assign flags
c. DGPF LOCAL FLAG EDIT:  For access to new and edit new flags
3. Mail Group members:  The appropriate personnel should be added to the following mail groups -
a. DGPF BEHAVIORAL FLAG REVIEW:  This mail group will receive notification messages regarding those patient's that have patient record flag assignments that are due for review.
