This module will demonstrate the new functionality contained in Patch 140 that allows scanned documents to be saved as a PDF.
For this scenario, I have opened CPRS from the desktop icon, selected a patient, and I have opened VistA Imaging Capture from the Tools menu.  In order to focus on the VistA Imaging Capture application, I have minimized the CPRS window to the taskbar.
The Main Capture window and the Imaging Workstation configuration window have been modified to enable scanning multipage documents and save them as a single PDF.  The modified Imaging Workstation Configuration options can be accessed by clicking the Configurations menu at the top center of the main Capture window, selecting Configuration Settings, and  All Settings.  Another way to display this window is to click the word Source or the word Format at the top left of the configuration toolbar.  There are now 3 tabs at the top of the screen instead of all the choices being displayed in one window as was the case in previous versions of the Capture application.  The Source/Format tab at the top left of the window contains the most commonly used choices such as the selections for the Sources and the Formats which have been configured for the workstation; the Images Saved as: control; and the PDF Adobe Document checkbox that enables capturing images as a PDF.  It should be noted that the option Combine images from multiple sources as multipage PDF, displayed at the top left of the window is not selectable;  it is anticipated that this will be enabled in a future patch.  The Association/Mode tab at the top left of the window contains the choices for the image Associations which have been configured for the workstation and the Mode setting, which should always be OnLine or Live. The functionality for these selections has not changed in this patch, they are just displayed in a different location.  The Legacy tab at the top left of the window contains the Sources and the Formats which have been configured for the workstation. The functionality for these selections, which are less commonly used, has not changed.  Focusing on the Source/Format tab at the top left of the window, the          Multi-page document checkbox, located at the top of the TWAIN Device column in the center of the Source/Format tab has been checked.  This also checks the box at the right of the Capture button in the main Capture window.  When the PDF Adobe Document box at the top right is checked, the Capture button at the left center of the main capture window changes to Capture PDF and the Configuration bar option labeled Other, at the top right of the window changes to Save as PDF.  The default settings on this workstation is: TWAIN window, Document 1bit TIF G4 FAX, and Single under the Images Saved as: control.  Changing to Study Group will display a pop-up confirmation dialog box indicating that PDF image captures are not enabled when creating Study Groups and that the PDF image capture will be turned off.  Clicking the OK button at the bottom right of the dialog box, redisplays the Source/Format tab.  The Images Saved as: control has been changed to Study Group and the PDF Adobe Document checkbox has been cleared.  Conversely, if the Images Saved as: control setting is Study Group and the PDF Adobe Document box is checked, a pop-up confirmation dialog box will be displayed indicating that PDF images are captured as a single multipage document and that Single Image will be checked.  Again, clicking the OK button at the bottom right of the dialog box redisplays the Source/Format tab and the current settings.  It should be noted that if the Format is changed to True Color and the PDF checkbox is cleared, a pop-up confirmation dialog box displays a message that the Multi-Page setting was turned off, or unchecked.  Multi-Page images are only supported for Scanned Documents using the TIF Format, or when converting scanned color pages to PDF.  It also states that related images could be scanned as a Study Group. Clicking the OK button at the bottom right of the dialog box, redisplays the Source/Format tab.  To reiterate the main feature of Patch 140, in order to scan multiple page color documents, or a combination of color and black-and-white pages, the PDF checkbox and the Multi-Page Document checkbox must be selected when the Format is True Color; the Source can be either TWAIN or Scanned Document.  Click the OK button at the bottom left of the window to return to the main capture window, or click the Save Settings As button at the bottom right of the window to save the configuration settings as a configuration button if the settings will be used for frequent image captures.
[bookmark: _GoBack]For this scenario I have scanned two color pages to demonstrate the availability of the new Review button to the left of the Image OK button in the left center of the main capture window. This button will only be activated after scanning a document.  Clicking the Review button will open the scanned document in Adobe Reader so the user can view the full PDF Document before saving the image.   To return to the main capture window click the X in the upper right corner of the Adobe window.  If the scanned image meets the quality assurance review criteria, click the Image OK button to complete the image capture in the usual manner.  Clicking the Cancel button will abort the capture process and the document will not be saved to the image archive.  Another new feature is the ability to combine successive scans into one multipage TIF or PDF.  Prior to Patch 140, the user would click the Capture button, the image would be scanned and displayed on the right side of the window.  The Capture button was disabled until the user clicked the Image OK or Cancel button.  When the capture process was completed the capture button was re-enabled for the next scan. With Patch 140, if there is a need to add more pages after having scanned a document, but before clicking the Image OK button, it’s possible to combine the additional pages with the documents currently scanned for that patient.  It should be emphasized that this functionality will only work prior to Clicking the Image OK button and accepting the confirmation message to save the images.  To re-enable the Capture button so that more pages can be scanned,  click the Options menu at the top left of the window and  select Combine TIF Scans or Combine PDF Scans from the list, depending on how the initial pages were scanned.  This will reactivate the Capture button and additional pages can be scanned.  It is important to note that the subsequent scanned pages will be added to the end of the previously scanned pages.  If there is a need to insert pages between those already scanned, the only option is to click the Cancel button below the Capture button on the left side of the window, arrange the pages in the proper order, and start the scanning process over again.  When all pages have been scanned click the Image OK button and confirm saving the images.
