MEDICAL STAFF POLICY AND PROCEDURE MANUAL

OUTPATIENT IV IRON SUCROSE PROTOCOL

I. PURPOSE

Administer IV iron sucrose for the treatment of anemia in chronic dialysis patients and pre-dialysis patients per the current IV push medication protocol.

II. PROCEDURE

A patient will qualify for outpatient IV iron replacement if oral supplements are contraindicated, or if they have failed oral iron therapy, and in addition possess:  iron saturation (TSAT) <20% and/or serum ferritin < 100 mg/ml.

Provider - An order for 100 mg of iron sucrose will be written by a ZIH credentialed provider.  The PCC form will be labeled with the patients’ name and other information as for any other medication order.  For purposes of this protocol the dose will be 100 mg of iron sucrose to be given to the patient as an IV push and may not be given more than three times per week.  

Normally, 2-3 doses will need to be administered to obtain significant improvement in iron stores.  The TSAT, Ferritin and TIBC labs can be drawn 2-4 days after giving the iron sucrose IV push, to determine the need for further doses.  Once the TSAT > 20% and Ferritin > 100 mg/ml, the patient may again attempt oral iron therapy.  Patients unable to maintain TSAT >20% and Ferritin>100 ng/ml, or who are unable to tolerate oral iron therapy, should be considered for further IV iron administration.  

Pharmacy – The PCC order will be processed by pharmacy in a priority manner, and given to the nurse/provider

Nursing – The nurse will immediately arrange to obtain the medication from the pharmacy via the PCC.  The nursing staff will insure that TIBC, Serum Ferritin, and Iron Saturation (TSAT) labs are available prior to the administration of the iron sucrose.

· Iron sucrose Injection 20mg/mL, use a 5 mL vial for a dose of 100 mg.

· Using sterile technique, draw up the Iron Sucrose into a 5 ml syringe.

· The iron sucrose will be given as an IV push over 5 minutes, and should not be pushed faster than 20 mg/minute.
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
