ISA Policy Implementation

ISAs must be implemented within 12 months of
the effective date of the ISA policy

Implementation will consist of a MOU and ISA
per NIST guidance (NIST 800-47)

On-line policy will contain links to MOU and ISA
templates

Vendor ISAs will continue to use the template
currently available on the OIT Security website
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
