Hello ladies! I had a question about the adverse-reaction tracking program in RPMS. I just printed off last names starting A-D (and have over 900 entries). What I was wondering is if you need to go in and manually enter the correct VA drug class for each of these medications that folks are allergic to. Is there not a way to tie together the drug file that we assigned classes to and this program? 

You might want to first pick out the most common allergies at your facility, then go into the ART menu, Enter/Edit Site Configurable Files, then Edit Allergy File. You can add the allergy by entering the drug generic name (no strength or dosage form) and enter the VA drug class when you enter the allergy. (See page 5, How to associate codeine with the correct VA drug class). If you do this first you won't have to add it for each patient.
