Inpatient IV Labels for Pharmacy v5.0
Pharmacy v5.0 adds an extra line to the IV labels. Some pharmacies can adjust for this by decreasing the number of line feeds between labels by 1 in the IV site parameters. For other pharmacies, the labels that they currently purchase may be too short to accommodate the extra line. The following IV label and site parameters are used by PIMC and work well with Pharmacy v5.0.

Labels are DPS-IV4 from TimeMed. 2 15/16” x 3”, 4” carrier width.
