Sure.  The function is very simple.  All it does is print the labels and nothing else.  First, it prints the “KEEP OUT OF REACH” message, then the RX information and finishes with the Facility address and another warning message.
 
Do you still have access to the Chemawa server?  APSPLBL1, APSPSLBL and AZPTMICR are the three routines.  The mods to the APS routines are tagged with “/PAO/JSH”.   Let me know if you do not have access and I can send you the routines.
 
Basic install process
- Created a Windows print queue and install the needed drivers.
- Create a RPMS Terminal Type.  Called “P-MICROCOM” on the Chemawa box.
- Create a RPMS print device. Called MICROCOM at Chemawa.  Nothing special in the configs.  Point to the Windows print queue and to the P-MICROOM terminal type.
- Restore AZPTMICR
- Mod APSPLBL1, APSPSLBL
 
 
There was one known problem.  They had problems with multiple label RXs.  The printer buffer was not clearing after the first label.  I made some changes and I believe it is fixed.  I have not heard the status of the fix.
