Define campaign goals & objectives.

Identify key behaviors and environments related to
the problem or desired goal.

Identify messages; product and placement strategies.
Taillor campaign materials to the audience.
Pretest and revise materials if needed.

Implement the campaign.



Reviewed regional readiness (CRM) for suicide prevention.

Goal: Address the silence and stigma that surrounds
suicide.
